1. “Taking Care of yOur Ground Water” Video Distribution - Statewide
2. Protection and maintenance of private well and septic systems to mitigate nonpoint source ground water contamination.
3. Sanitarians from across the state will be informed about the new DVD, “Taking Care of yOur Ground Water.” The video will be presented at the fall 2009 Montana Environmental Health Association (MEHA) conference in Missoula.  The grant will cover printing of 1000 copies of the DVD which will provide 50 offices with 20 copies each (estimated print costs are based on a spring 2009 cost quote).  It is anticipated that interest in the DVD will vary between health offices. If the total number of DVDs requested by the sanitarians at the MEHA conference exceeds 1000, sanitarians will have an opportunity to pay the cost of printing for the additional DVDs.  Reproduction costs decrease notably when more than 1000 copies are printed, so the cost to sanitarians for additional copies will be somewhere near $1.50 per copy (the regular cost through MSU Extension Publications is $4.00 per copy).

4. Many of the environmental health departments across the state have initiatives to educate their constituents about proper septic system function and maintenance.  In addition, Joe Meek with the MT DEQ Source Water Protection Program has an active program to educate well and septic owners on the protection and maintenance of their systems through public workshops.  By informing sanitarians about this new educational tool and making it available to them, this project supports and complements existing county and statewide education efforts.

5. Collaborators on this project include MEHA and the MT DEQ Source Water Protection Program.  Joe Meek with MT DEQ has committed to $500 of matching funds toward the purchase of additional DVDs on behalf of MT DEQ.  Steve Kilbreath (MT DEQ Subdivision Section Supervisor) has also expressed his support of the project.


6. Adam Sigler is the lead on the project and will present the DVD at the MEHA conference.  Sigler has been directing the Well Educated program out of MSU Extension for 4.5 years and has been conducting well and septic educational workshops in coordination with MT DEQ Source Water Protection for the past year.  Sigler is certified as an instructor on well and septic systems with the MT Board of Realtors and has taught on the subject at five realtor workshops in the past year.  Sigler collaborated with a host of professionals across EPA region 8 in the production of the well and septic DVD including Joe Meek with MT DEQ.

7. No equipment will be purchased.
8. No events will be funded.

9. The ability of MT sanitarians to educate their well and septic owning constituents will be increased by introducing them to this new educational resource and making it available to them to hand out to homeowners.  Homeowners will subsequently be informed about the connection of well and septic systems to ground water and what they can do to help protect ground water resources.

10. Success of the project will be evaluated first by the number of DVDs ordered by sanitarians for distribution in their counties.  Furthermore, homeowners will be surveyed about the usefulness of the DVD as an educational resource through a mail survey included in a subset of DVDs being distributed.
11.  Through the use of 3D graphics, footage and interviews, the video illustrates for homeowners the connection between well and septic systems and ground water.  The result will be increased inclination of homeowners to protect the wellhead and to maintain their septic systems to protect the quality of their drinking water.
